LiINDA D1IMAScIO’S LEMON SQUARES
Ingredients:

e 1 can Eagle Brand milk

e 1/2 cup Realemon lemon juice

e | tsp grated lemon rind (optional)
e 27 graham wafers

« Butter icing

Directions:

Blend condensed milk, lemon juice and rind until
mixture thickens. Line 8 inch square pan with wax
paper, then place 9 graham wafers to cover bottom of
pan. Spread with half of lemon mixture, making sure
wafers remain in place. Repeat this layer of wafers
and filling. Top with layer of wafers.

Allow to ripen in refrigerator for 12 hours or more.

To serve: Unmold, cover with butter icing. Cut in 1-
1/4 inch squares. Makes 36 delicious squares.
