Pier Giorgio Frassati (1901

countless lives. Born into
an aristocratic family, he
grew up with a strong
prayer life, nurtured by his
mother’s  teaching  of
Scripture. From a young
age, he developed a
personal relationship with God and a special
love for the poor, giving away his allowance,
clothes, and even train fare to those in need. At
17, he joined the Society of St. Vincent de
Paul and committed himself to serving the sick
and marginalized, often visiting Turin’s slums
with food, medicine, and encouragement.

Pier Giorgio Frassati will be canonized a saint
of the Catholic Church on September 7, 2025.

RECOGNIZING SPIRITUAL ATTACKS
IN EVERYDAY LIFE

The devil rarely shows his hand
openly. Instead, he works through
discouragement, confusion, distraction, temptation, and even weariness of soul. These small
cracks, if ignored, can grow into greater struggles that distance us from prayer, the
Sacraments, and trust in God. Recognizing the signs is not about fear, but about vigilance—
remaining awake to the reality that our spiritual life is constantly under pressure.

Spiritual warfare is real. Yet many SIGNS OF +

Here are some common, yet often unnoticed, signs of spiritual attack that Catholics should
learn to recognize—and resist through prayer, the Sacraments, and confidence in God’s
grace.

1. SUDDEN AND UNEXPLAINED FEAR OR ANXIETY

While natural fear and worry are part of human life, sometimes sudden and paralyzing
anxiety can be spiritual in nature. The devil delights in stealing peace, because fear weakens
faith and makes us doubt God’s providence.

2. UNUSUAL TEMPTATIONS AND PERSISTENT SIN

Spiritual attack often shows up as unusually strong temptations or struggles with sins you
thought you had already overcome. The devil studies our weaknesses and targets them
relentlessly.

3. DISTRACTION IN PRAYER

Have you ever noticed that as soon as you start to pray, your mind fills with noise, fatigue, or
endless to-do lists? While some distractions are natural, persistent and oppressive distractions
in prayer may be a sign of attack meant to keep you from intimacy with God.



4. DISCORD IN RELATIONSHIPS

The devil loves to divide. When small misunderstandings with family, friends, or fellow
parishioners suddenly escalate into anger and bitterness, it may be more than human
weakness—it may be the enemy sowing division.

5. UNEXPLAINED FATIGUE OR OPPRESSION

Sometimes spiritual attack manifests as a heavy spiritual “weight” or exhaustion with no
physical explanation. It often happens when someone is growing in holiness or engaging in
ministry.

6. AVERSION TO HoLY THINGS

If you suddenly feel resistance or even disgust toward prayer, Mass, confession, or holy
objects like the crucifix or Rosary, it can be a sign of spiritual harassment. The enemy does
not want you near the sources of grace.

7. STRANGE OBSTACLES TO GOOD WORKS

Have you noticed that every time you try to go to confession, pray more, or deepen your
faith, unusual obstacles arise? Repeated disruptions or blockages may indicate spiritual
resistance.

HOW TO RESPOND

The good news is that Christ has already won the victory.
When you suspect spiritual attack:

e Stay rooted in prayer, especially the Rosary.
e Receive the sacraments frequently.
e Use sacramentals such as holy water, the crucifix, and
the St. Benedict medal.
o Call on St. Michael the Archangel for protection.
“St. Michael, defend, be my guide to the end.”
OR
“St. Michael, defend me, protect me, set me free.’
Seek help from a priest if attacks become severe.

CONCLUSION
Spiritual attacks are often subtle, but they can be recognized. The enemy’s goal is to steal
your peace, weaken your faith, and isolate you from God. But through prayer, the
sacraments, and trust in Christ, you can resist and stand firm.

REMEMBER: “Resist the devil, and he will flee from you” (James 4:7).
