Nacho Dip Recipe for  
Superbowl Party 

 

250 mL mayonnaise 
500 mL cream cheese, softened  
500 mL medium salsa 
1 green pepper 
1 large tomato 
125 mL shredded mozzarella cheese 
125 mL shredded cheddar cheese 
1 bag nacho chips 
 

Mix the mayonnaise and cream cheese until well 
blended and softened. Spread over the bottom of a 
serving platter with at least 1 inch (2.5 cm) lip 
around it. Pour the salsa over this layer and smooth 
it evenly. Chop pepper and tomato into small cubes; 
spread over the salsa. Sprinkle the shredded cheese 
on top. Refrigerate for 30 minutes before serving. 
Surround the dip with crisp nacho chips.
