Back to SCHOOL  
Official Church teaching has repeatedly and consistently 

reaffirmed the vital importance of Catholic schools and 

school choice. The Catechism of the Catholic Church 

teaches, "Parents have the right to choose a school for 

them which corresponds to their own personal 

convictions. This right is fundamental," and "public 

authorities have the duty of guaranteeing this parental 

right and ensuring concrete conditions for its exercise," 

(CCC 2229). Additionally, the Code of Canon Law 

emphasizes, "The Christian faithful have the right to a 

Christian education by which they are to be instructed 

properly to strive for the maturity of the human person 

and at the same time to know and live the mystery of 

salvation" (No. 217).  

At the heart of Catholic education is the person of 

Jesus. Faith development is integral to every part of 

Catholic education, as students are called to respect the 

dignity of all human persons in a caring community. In 

the Catholic education system, home, school and parish 

form a vital partnership. Through participation in the 

community and involvement with the parish, students 

are guided by Gospel values, principles and standards 

that reach into every facet of school life.  

Let us pray that our students, families and parish will 

have a year filled with the grace of God bearing witness 

to Christ by a life of service.

W EEKLY RECIPE! 
You will love Francesca Florioõs Spinach Risotto!! 

 

INGREDIENTS  

Arborio rice (400g)   Freshly grated Romano cheese 

Frozen spinach (1 pkg, thawed) Extra virgin olive oil (for drizzling) 

Ricotta cheese  (150g)   Salt to season 

Unsalted butter (2 Tbsp)  

 

DIRECTIONS  

Bring 2 litres salted water to a boil in a pot and add Arborio rice.  Stir constantly for the first minute to prevent 

the rice from sticking to the pot.  In a blender or food processor, puree the thawed spinach with a little water 

from the pot.  Cook the rice for approximately 12 minutes, before the rice gets to the òal denteó stage.  Pour most 

of the water out of the pot, leaving a small amount of water behind with the rice.  Add the pureed spinach to the 

rice.  Stir the soft ricotta, Romano cheese and butter into the rice.  Salt to season.  Turn off heat and cook for 

another minute or so, until the rice has a creamy consistency.  Plate and drizzle with extra virgin olive oil.  Serve 

immediately.  ENJOY!!
