WEEKLY RECIPE! 
Anna Lemmen’s Chicken and Dumplings 

 

INGREDIENTS 

A variety of vegetables cut to bite-size   Flour (1¾ cups) 

(potatoes, carrots, celery, corn, red peppers) Baking powder (3 tsp)    

Boneless chicken breast (bite size   Crisco (¼ cup) 

pieces) or chicken pieces    Milk (¾ cup) 

Salt (1 tsp) 

 

DIRECTIONS 

Boil chicken in water, just enough to cover meat.  Remove fat off top of boiled water.  Continue cooking until chicken is mostly cooked.  

Add vegetables – harder ones first.  To make dumplings, mix flour, baking powder and salt.  Add Crisco and mix.  Add milk and mix.  Add 

dumplings to chicken and vegetables when vegetables are cooked.  The dumplings should be spooned onto the top of the pot.  They should 

drop off the spoon, not too thick, not too thin.  Fit the dumplings on the top and spoon water over the top of the dumplings to cook.  

After some time check the inside of the dumplings to see if they are cooked.  They should be light and fluffy.  Do not stir or the dumplings 

will break apart.  5 to 10 minutes of cooking for the dumplings.  Serves 4 to 6.
